THE SEAL

To obtain the FLP Quality-Label the producing farms must ful |
the following criteria:

- Living wages

- Freedom of association

- A ban on child labour

- Occupational safety

- Health care

- A ban on toxic pesticides

- Responsible handling of the natural resources

THE DIFFERENCE

Fair trade in Europe shows growth rates of considerable volume. The price is no
longer the only criteria for a buying decision. More and more people pay attention
to social and environmentally-friendly produced products.

Seals like FLP provide an orientation as they guarantee minimum standards in the
ower production.
